The effectiveness of Quranic -based story telling on increasing adaptability in
preschool children

Abstract:

The aim of this study was to determine the effectiveness of Quranic-based storytelling on increasing
adaptability in preschool children in the Karun. Quasi-experimental design with pre-test and post-
test. The sample consisted of 48 children from the community who were selected by purposive
sampling method. 24 patients in the experimental group and 24 patients in the control group were
divided. For the measurement of the variable, Children's adjustment questionnaire (Dokhanchi, 1997)
were used. For running, at first, the test was taken from both groups. The experimental group during
the 10 sessions of 90 minutes in storytelling app was placed. Data using analysis of covariance
(ANCOVA) was performed. The results showed that Quranic -based storytelling on increasing
adaptability, in children has a significant impact. Based on the findings of the research, storytelling
based on Quranic stories can play an effective role in increasing the adaptability of preschool children.
